Family Packets: During the course of the school year, the youngest in the family, Preschool through Gr. 8, will bring home the Family Envelope on Wednesdays. This is the means we use to send newsletters and other information home.

Milk: Kaemmer Food Service, Inc. Lakeshore Distributing will be our milk supplier this year. The price will be $8.00 per student for the year. There is a form in the packet to be completed and returned to school. Milk will start on Monday, August 30. Please return form and milk fee by August 27, 2010.

Student Fees: there is a form to fill out indicating which payment schedule you choose. Fees need to be paid in full by December 31, 2010.

Hot Lunch: The Home and School will be providing hot lunch on Tuesdays and Thursdays. Hot lunch will start on Tuesday, August 31. We ask you to please get your forms in ASAP and keep this money separate from others. We thank the Home and School committee and their helpers for providing two days of hot lunch for the students.

Fees and Forms: Please complete and return Milk, Fluoride, Assignment Books, Emergency and Confidential forms as soon as possible. We ask you to please send in the fees for the assignment books, fluoride and milk as soon as you are able. Please keep the milk money separate from the other fees, as this is a separate account. Label the envelope with the specific fees as well as the child’s name, please.

School Pictures will be done by Gueller’s Photography. Preschool through Gr. 3 students will have their pictures taken on Wednesday, September 8. Students in Gr. 4-8 will have their pictures taken on Tuesday, September 7. Envelopes are included in this packet.

Classroom Wish lists: At the beginning of the school year, classroom teachers have needs for items to be used for projects, classroom organization, etc. These “wish lists” will be posted in each building near the classroom doors. Teachers will also send this list home during the first week of school. Some parents ask if the teachers need things so if you are interested, you can check the lists.
